Highlights of 2011

Pat Power, our 2011 Captain provided outstanding leadership to the Men’s committee through his unselfish generosity in giving of his time, experience and wonderful knowledge of the game of golf to all of us, the members. His legacy will be the many successful initiatives aimed by making the administration of Golf in Malahide easier at both an individual and committee level.  

Developments worthy of special note were:

· The introduction of electronic wait lists for singles competitions relieving members of the hassle of continually checking for a vacant slot.

· Introducing numbered vouchers for the Winter Flock presentation removing the need to write individual names on each (133 Christmas 2010).  

· The introduction of the Dukes Trophy to augment the Kings Cup. 

· Holding of the Jimmy Bruen qualifying week-end where the course received much favorable comment.

· The introduction to Malahide of a “junior” pro-am where club assistant professionals would be involved. 

· Using BRS to record interest in inter club events. 

· Holding a new member night in March to welcome our new members.

· Course aesticis improved with additional seating, new ball washers, new distance markers and general improvements in our boundary markers. 

· Change to printing handicaps on labels, (onus still on members to verify).
Captain Pat attended all Committee meetings of the men’s club which he chaired in a professional and business like manner. Attendance at committee is listed at the back of this report and you will note the excellent attendance levels achieved. Most of the committee worked on sub committees also e.g. Handicaps, Competitions, and Cards etc.

(e) Inter Club Competitions

   
The Club had a single success with the return to its spiritual home of the Best Cup. The Best Cup team started with a bye in Round one and then saw off Donabate, Ashbourne, Craddockstown, and Beaverstown before an epic two leg final against Hazel Grove. The panel was extremely grateful to the generous support of members throughout the panel competition and presence of President Kevin, Lady Captain Pauline, Vice Captain Fred and Captain Pat at virtually every round. 

A number of other club teams were unlucky to make their exit in the semi finals and the hope is that the teams can rebuild and go one better in 2012. 

The inter club teams were coordinated by John Geraghty who was most active in ensuring that team Managers had the best of information available prior to selection.  
Special thanks to John Murray, our ever obliging professional who provided tuition to teams when required. 


A summary of the complete results of all inter club competitions is given at the end of this report.

(f) Open Competitions

· Open Week: The open week was a great success with record numbers competing in the competitions and excellent weather. Visitors and sponsors were very complementary on the course and the running of the competitions under the stewardship of Pearse Tolan. In addition the 2012 committee will need to address whether restrictions on entering a complete line were hindering numbers in fourball “Open Week” competitions. 
Members should note the fine work done by Jack Gleeson and Robert Doyle in 2010 and 2011 in creating a fine sponsorship correspondence portfolio which is of great benefit in professionally managing club sponsorship events.   
· The Mother and Son competition: Anne and Trevor Dooley from Forrest Little pipped Malahide club members Eileen and Jason McCann. Thanks to Anne Marie Duffy and Bill Farrell for their organization of the event. 
· Philip Walton Pro Am: Malahide Golf Club was pleased to again host this Pro Am under the direction of the PGA. The competition attracted 43 teams and St Francis Hospice benefited by €12.000.We would like to thank our generous Sponsors without whom it would not be possible to run this event.
In these difficult times members should acknowledge the huge organizational effort that goes into making this event the success it is where the Men’s section is ably represented by the 3 O’s namely, Joe O’Neill, Mick O’Connor and Eamonn O’Reilly.  

· Other Open Competitions: We had a number of open competitions throughout the year including the May Bank Holiday weekend, Seniors Opens and many Semi Open competitions. All were well supported given the serious competition between clubs to maximize revenue through Open events.  
(g) Winter League

The Winter League 2011 was a success due to the hard work put in by Jim and Ger O’Sullivan. Over 150 people played and entries were taken via BRS for the first time ever. The Men’s committee appreciates the co-operation of the pro shop staff in this initiative which was deemed a success. 

(h) Men’s Captain’s Prize

Played over three days of excellent weather the eventual winner was Michael Dwyer on his 37th Attempt. Competitive again this year was Sean Donnelly who put it up to fellow seniors to match him in eagerness and competitiveness. Members are asked to note that the second day non-qualifiers competition is dependant on entry on Day 1 as the computer can’t police such a dependency.  

(i) Dukes Cup/Kings Cup

The Dukes cup was a new tournament co-coordinated by John Finnerty. For handicap ranges 10-16 it proved a success with veteran Joe O’Neill defeating the youthful Sean Mulcahy in a keenly contested final.   

The Kings Cup was co-coordinated by Gavin O’Connor and was won by him. 
Both John and Gavin kept the notice board posted with results and the club is indebted to their drive in running these events. 

Friday Nighters 

In their 53rd season they ran for 29 weeks this year with Donal Delaney winning GOTY, Pat Callan winner of the match play Gallen cup and Hugh Curran won the captain’s prize to the Friday Nighters. 

The Friday Nighters represents an excellent way for new members to integrate themselves into the club as the arrangement allows for members of handicap 17.5 and upwards to turn up, locate a partner play the dedicated nine-hole course and ideally adjourn to the solution centre to discuss tactics or solve the problems of the world.
